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China Team Leads Technical Exchange to Encourage Use of U.S. Soy in Livestock Feeds 

The China Feed Program organized a 63-

member feed study team from several North 

China provinces for a trip to Southern China’s 

Guangdong province to look at advanced feed 

technologies and to learn about the advantages 

of higher soy usage rates in the region. Another 

part of the trip included lessons on proper 

channels for importing U.S. soybeans. Led by 

Technical Director Dr. Jack Cheng and Assistant 

Technical Director Frank Xu, feed millers from the 

North  visited state-of-art feed mills of Tongwei 

Group, Haid Group, Alpha feed mill, Chia Tai 

Conti Group, Yinhai feed mill and Aolong feed 

mill. There, they learned feed processing 

technologies, such as pulverizing, extrusion, 

expanding, and post-coating. During the 

classroom portion of the program, team members 

learned feed manufacturing technologies, 

including extrusion and drying, poultry and swine 

nutrition, and the use of full-fat soybean meal in 

animal feeds.  Like previous exchange activities, 

the field trip is expected to result in capacity

expansion and stimulate northern China feed 

companies to be more aggressive with their 

marketing. With increased feed output, more 

soybeans from northeast China are expected to 

be used in animal feeds at local feed mills.  

Korea Team Organizing Two Seminars Aimed at Helping Aquaculture Producers 

USSEC’s Korean team and the Vision 21 Aquaculture Forum will partner to organize two seminars to 

help the country’s aquaculture industry face impending challenges.  Recent developments to cage 

culture systems, along with an introduction to offshore ocean cages worldwide will be the focus of the 

first seminar. The second seminar will touch on recent trends in aquafeeds, specifically soft pellet 

feeds for marine fishes.  Also, the Korea office is preparing to share results of a flounder feed study 

conducted in 2009 that demonstrated that a large portion of fish meal included in extruded pellet 

feeds for flounder could be replaced by combined soy meal and soy protein concentrate.

Korea Extrusion Workshop Promotes Expanded Uses of Soybeans and Soy Meal 

Korean staff promote extrusion processing to the Korean feed, livestock and aquaculture industry as 

a feed processing technique that improves feed efficiency in livestock and aquaculture.  As a part of 

the effort, the Korean team represented the U.S. soy industry in an extrusion workshop organized by 

Jeonju Kijeon College.  About 120 technical staff in charge of research and development and quality 

control and production from feed, pet and human food industry gathered to learn about the most 

recent extrusion processing technology. The workshop contributed to increasing production 

efficiency, improving quality control and developing new products in those industries using soybeans 

and soybean meals as ingredients. 

Implementing “Crush For Meal” Expected to Increase India Poultry’s Use of Soy Meal  

India staff are working to convince poultry 

entrepreneurs in India to crush soybeans for 

meal, a marketing effort designed to take 

advantage of soy meal quality issues facing the 

Indian broiler industry. S.P. Vinil, Consultant for 

Poultry and Livestock, worked with Sneha Poultry 

in its move to the “Crush for Meal” system. The 

group’s crush plant has an installed capacity of 

750 tons per day, with silos and warehousing to 

store 1.4 million bushels of soy meal. The plant is 

expected to go into production by July. Sneha 

has started storing beans to begin trial operations 

and its new plans will triple the current production 

of feedstuffs.

Monsanto-Sponsored Soybean Farmers Meet Chinese Customers  

China staff hosted a Monsanto-sponsored team of Indiana soybean growers on visits to various sites 

in China. The team, made up of 10 growers affiliated with the Harvest Land and CHS Co-ops, first 

visited a large soybean crushing plant in Qingdao Port. The plant, presently doubling its processing 

capacity from 220,000 bushels to 440,000 bushels of soybeans daily, is a major buyer of U.S. 

soybeans. The team members were pleased to learn that the plant management preferred U.S. 

soybeans and specifically shipments from the Gulf Coast because the golden color of the soyoil from 

those beans required less bleaching, saving them money. Livestock Technical Director M.Y. Huang 

also escorted the farmer team on a visit to a swine breeding farm in the Beijing suburbs, and Phil 

Laney and Zhang Xiaoping briefed them on ASA-IM programs, the current soybean market and 

Chinese demographic factors that augur well for continued growth of soybean import demand.
